In 1947, Congress* approved the use of the Gold Star Lapel Button as a way to recognize the families of
service members who lose their lives while engaged in action against an enemy of the United States. In 1977,
the Army approved issue of the Lapel Button for the Next of Kin of Deceased Personnel to honor those who

lose their lives while serving on active duty or while assigned in a Reserve or National Guard unit in a drill
status. Issue of the button is retroactive to 29 March 1973." These small lapel buttons are normally presented
to eligible family members prior to the military funeral service. Although they are less than an inch in size,
they are packed with great meaning and emotion. They are not awards. They are symbols of honor.
